First, with Woody’s departure, 
our music in worship will change as 
we welcome a variety of guest 
musicians to our sanctuary during 
the search process.

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“Green” Church, Dining For Friends, Grads, Teachers 
Three weeks ago 
the News and 
Record, in the 
“Five on Faith” 
piece, asked 
about what local 
churches are 
doing on envi-

ronmental concerns. The responses 
ran over two Saturdays, including a 
nice one by our Randy Yardley. 
Other responses ranged from “we 
are trying” to “who cares?” I saw 
that the late Rev. Falwell, may he 
rest in peace, said that the environ-
mental agenda in churches was 
Satanic (perhaps a sure sign it was 
having an impact). On Saturday, 
CNN offered a piece featuring two 
evangelical talking heads debating 
the matter. So, it is a timely topic.  
Are we just keeping up with other 
churches with our Ad Hoc Green 
Church Team? Maybe they are 
keeping up with us. 

Being "green," or giving atten-
tion to reducing the amount of natu-
ral resources we as a congregation 
use, is good economics and good 
practice. For me (for most of us), it 
stems from God's charge to Eve and 
Adam to have dominion over the 
earth. We are to care for the earth, 
to be good stewards. How that is 
practiced has changed as science 
teaches us new ways to live our 
lives, though science has also dem-
onstrated how some traditional ways 
of raising crops and animals actu-
ally work better than our energy 
intensive "modern" practices. Swap-
ping out a light bulb or an appliance 
for a more energy-efficient model 
will save energy, so less coal or oil 
or natural gas is used to generate 
electricity. Will it reduce global 
warming? Perhaps. Will it help us 
get to heaven? I’m not sure. It 
seems to me putting a priority on 
personal salvation, to the exclusion 
of everything else (Mr. Falwell), is 

as narcissistic as any other "me-
first" attitude of our post-modern 
society. So, if you believe your per-
sonal salvation is bound up with any 
“work,” well good luck to you in 
dealing with God without God's 
grace. If you believe that because of 
God's grace you are called to help 
others, then I think looking at ways 
to improve the environment is one 
area in which we can have an 
impact. 

Finally, getting the church to 
become "green" is important be-
cause it may encourage you to 
become "green," and you may 
encourage people around you to 
become "green." A few corporations 
are experimenting with helping 
employees change their behavior, 
schools can teach people about it, 
but churches can have a great 
impact on people.

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After several months of discussion 
and research, the Board of Christian 
Service has voted to recommend a 
change in our monthly food contri-
bution to Greensboro Urban Minis-
try. Our church has been providing 
margarine for a long time. It was 
thought that it was time to decide 
whether that was the most appropri-
ate contribution. 

Several members of the Board 
had concerns about the amount of 
trans-fats in margarine quarters—
which is the way Urban Ministry 
requested that we supply it. It was 
decided that it is morally ques-
tionable to provide a food to poor 
people that many of our members 
would not feed to their own 
families. 

When Urban Ministry was 
approached about the food supplies 
that were most in need, oatmeal was 
quickly identified. Therefore, the 
Board is requesting that oatmeal be 
substituted for margarine immedi-
ately. The oatmeal that is most use-
ful to Urban Ministry is the quick 
cook variety in 18 ounce boxes. 
When you bring the oatmeal to 
church, leave it in the kitchen. 
Gayle Currie will continue to take 
our food contribution to GUM. 
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We are looking someone who can 
take Gun Hmok to school on Wed-
nesdays at 9:15 am (about a 10-mile 
trip). Please contact Libby Bowles if 
you can help (275-1919).

There will 
also be special music throughout the 
summer, offered by such favorites 
as Turner Battle, Roger Gibbs, 
Grace Barber, Clif Karnes and some 
of our high schoolers and grads, as 
well as Martha Bassett and a few 
other surprises. We are giving our 
wonderful choir the summer off; a 
well-deserved break! Thanks choir, 
for all you do for and with us!! 

In light of these changes, 
worship will be just a bit more 
casual for the summer months. We 
will follow our usual order of 
worship, and keep many aspects 

familiar, while trying a few new 
things as well. There will be a 
Sunday focusing on prayer, a series 
on gratitude, and more. 

The variety of musical styles 
and performers will enrich our time 
together. So come be a part of it all! 
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Beginning June 11, and continuing 
until school begins again, our office 
will be staffed by a combination of 
volunteers and our secretary, Judy 
Page. When we brought Judy on 
board this past winter, we agreed to 
have her cut back her hours for the 
summer, giving her more time with 
her family. She had been part of a 
similar arrangement that had 
worked well with her previous 
church.  

So, here is how it will work. 
Judy will be in the office one day a 
week, probably Thursday. There are 
aspects of this position that can be 
done just as well from home, such 
as the newsletter editing. She will 
continue to do tasks related to the 
bookkeeping part of her work as 
well. Volunteers will fill in at the 
office, answering phones and the 
door and such, during our busier 
days.
