For just two min-
utes, I invite you 
to put down the 
Blackberry, the 
iPod, iPhone, 
iWhatever, the 
mouse, the TV 
remote, the gro-

cery list. Listen up for a second, 
because there’s a lot happening this 
Fall you need to know about, so 
come December you aren’t left 
saying, “How did I miss out on 
that???”
