The Stewardship Committee has 
been hard at work planning our 
Stewardship "season."

Stewardship is about 
how we live our lives, how we ex-
press our faith, how we understand 
our relationship with God. As the 
committee discussed putting these 
ideas into action, we realized that 
part of what excites us about our 
church is the variety of things folks 
are interested in (or challenged by, 
or fulfilled by, or called to, or 
whatever you wish to call it). It may 
be singing in one of the choirs, it 
may be listening to the choir or 
special music. Maybe for someone 
it's the connections made at Higher 
Ground or Potter's House. For 
another it may be the spiritual 

camaraderie of 
Sunday School, 
and for 
someone else 
perhaps it's 
the fellowship 
after church in 

the Fellowship 
Hall. Regardless 

of what it is that makes 
us passionate about Congregational, 
it is that passion, that excitement, 
that community that we all share. 
We all share that sense of ex-
citement!  

We will devote the last half of 
October to thinking about and ex-
pressing this attitude. Through the 
month, Julie will give us a series of 
sermons on gratitude.  She has al-
ready done a wonderful Supper 
Study program on expressing our 
faith (on "testimony"). We will pick 
up on both themes as we hope to 
make a short presentation (4-6 min-

Invite 
others — friends, family, neighbors, 
your e-mail list — so we’ll have a 
good crowd. This is a great oppor-
tunity to eat supper with the candi-
dates and to hear where they stand 
on various issues.

The Board of Christian Service en-
courages suggestions for outreach 
activities. Just recently the Board 
sponsored the Adopt a Platoon pro-
ject, which had been proposed by a 
member of our congregation.  

The following guidelines indi-
cate how you could submit a written 
project proposal to the Chair of the 
Board of Christian Service. 

1. Outline the proposed project 
indicating: 
a. The need that would be 

addressed by the project. 
b. How the project would be 

implemented. 
c. What would be required of the 

congregation? 

2. Indicate how the project would 
be consistent with our church’s 
mission and how it would help 
Congregational United Church of 

Christ provide a Christian out-
reach to the community—
whether locally or globally. 

3. Identify the project’s champion. 
The champion would be the 
person or group who would in-
troduce the project to the congre-
gation and assume on-going re-
sponsibility for updates and im-
plementation. 

If you have a passion for a 
helping a group of needy individu-
als or addressing an injustice, please 
consider contacting the Board of 
Christian Service and letting the 
Board know of this passion. Pro-
posals can be sent to the church of-
fice with the request that they be 
placed in the Board chair’s mailbox. 
The chair would present the pro-
posal to the full Board and inform 
you as to whether the Board was 
able to sponsor the project immedi-
ately or needed to defer their spon-
sorship until a later date.

October has 
many health 
observances 
including breast 
cancer aware-
ness, eye injury 
prevention and 
mental health 

screening. It is also “Talk About 
Prescriptions Month.” 

“Talk About Prescriptions 
Month” is an important topic since 
it is wise to know about medicines 
that you use. New research is con-
stantly providing us with more 
medicines everyday and more medi-
cines are prescribed than ever be-
fore. 

Who can you ask about your 
medications? Of course you can ask 
your doctor, but an easier person to 
ask is your pharmacist. They are 
very accessible and have a private 
counseling area where they will talk 
with your about your medications. 

What should you ask? There 
are many questions you can ask 
about your medications but here are 
four very important questions. 
1. What is the name of this medica-

tion (both generic and brand)? 
2. What is this medication for? 
3. How do I take this medication? 

This includes what to do if you 
miss a dose and how long you 
should take the medication. 

4. Is there anything else I need to 
know about this medication? 

It is important to ask any other 
questions you might have even if 
you think about it later. You can call 
the pharmacist back even if you 
have a question days after you re-
ceive the prescription. 

Pharmacists will also talk with 
you about any over the counter 
medicine that you buy off the shelf 
at the drugstore. They are usually 
knowledgeable about home and 
natural remedies in addition to pre-
scription drugs. Talking with your 

pharmacist will help prevent drug 
and food interactions. They can in-
form you about possible side ef-
fects. 

There are 3Rs to remember 
about medications. This applies to 
herbal natural therapies as well as 
over the counter and prescription 
drugs. 
·  Risk – Recognize that medicines 

have risks as well as benefits; and 
you need to weigh these risks and 
benefits carefully for every medi-
cine you take. 

·  Respect – Respect the power of 
your medications and the value of 
medicines properly used. 

·  Responsibility – Take responsibil-
ity for learning how to each medi-
cation safely. Being responsible 
also means following this impor-
tant rule: when in doubt, ask first. 
Your health care professional can 
help you get the facts you need to 
use medicines correctly.
