As I write this, 
rain has finally 
arrived, coming 
down hard enough 
to at least give the 
shrubs and brown 
lawns a decent 
drink. We’ll no 

doubt be hearing that it isn’t nearly 
enough to end the drought, but for 
now it is a welcome event. 

The overcast skies make the 
evidence of fall’s arrival more ap-
parent. Leaves on some trees actu-
ally are turning to gold and red 
rather than just drying up and falling 
to the ground. And perhaps it is my 
imagination, but it looks as though 
the bushes and trees and vines are 
lifting up their leaves and branches 
to take in as much of the falling 
moisture as possible. 

A wise local farmer recently 
shared his number one rule for sus-
tainable farming, for being a good 
steward of the environment: “Don’t 
just do something, stand there.” He 
went on to explain the crucial im-
portance of being a good observer, 
of watching the chickens and the 
pigs, paying attention to the soil and 
the growing things, to see what they 
need most. Living things will tell 
you what they need to thrive, he was 
saying. 

How about you? Are you get-
ting what you need to thrive? What 
is feeding you — feeding your soul 
— these autumn days? Don’t just do 
something, stand there. In the midst 
of the full schedule, the challenging 
deadlines and the serious responsi-
bilities, stop a while. Look around 
and see the leaves changing, the 
cloud formations that bring both 
shade and sun. How is the Holy One 
who gave you life trying now to 
feed your spirit? Are you allowing 
that to happen, making space for 
whatever gifts are being offered, in 
whatever form? 

To be surprised by such grace is 
not unlike being surprised by a 
much-needed rain. When you sud-
denly recognize it for what it really 
is, you want to soak it in just like 
the trees and plants take in the water 
droplets. Sometimes we get stuck in 
drought and forget what grace can 
feel like, stop looking for it, antici-
pating (and therefore seeing) noth-
ing more than, well, more drought. 
Yet as Matthew’s gospel reminds 
us, we have only to look at the 
birds, the flowers, to remember that 
a gracious God feeds them, causes 
them to thrive, without any anxiety, 
worry, or overachievement on their 
part. How much more so are we fed, 
sustained.  

So stop, stand there, or sit a 
while, and take a look. Keep look-
ing. Chances are extremely high 
you’ll discover more than a few rea-
sons to give thanks. And giving 
thanks is a real drought-buster. 
Gratitude has a way of softening up 
the ground to receive what is needed 
for life to become more than an 
effort to survive. 

The rain has slackened a bit. 
But the bird singing outside the 
window seems confident there is 
more to come. � Julie Peeples

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Update on the Peace Letter, CWU, Mental Health Assn. 

A number of CUCC folks signed 
the Pastoral Letter for Peace in Iraq 
disseminated throughout the de-
nomination. This letter, which 
originated with the top leadership of 
the UCC, was signed by 64,000 in-
dividuals. On Wednesday, October 
10, General Minister and President 
John Thomas, along with Executive 
Minister for Justice and Witness 
Ministries Linda Jaramillo, (pic-
tured above) presented the petition 
to members of Congress, who ac-
cepted the letter and signatures. 
Their attempt to deliver it to the 
White House was denied, and the 
two were arrested for refusing to 
leave a no-protest zone. After pay-
ing a small fine, they were released.  

Rev. Thomas expressed deep 
gratitude for all who signed the let-
ter and offered their prayers and 
support. For more information, go 
to the UCC website, www.ucc.org.

Coming home from war can be 

a difficult experience for veterans. 
Soldiers who experience combat are 
often changed in ways that most 
civilians cannot comprehend. In a 
recent study conducted by the Uni-
versity of California, San Francisco 
and the San Francisco VA Medical 
Center, it was found that 31 percent 
of soldiers returning from Iraq be-
tween 2001 and 2005 were diag-
nosed with mental health and/or 
psychosocial challenges. The most 
common diagnoses include post 
traumatic stress disorder, anxiety 
disorder, adjustment disorder, de-
pression and substance abuse disor-
der.  

Many soldiers return with war 
injuries- from lost limbs to blind-
ness to brain damage and countless 
other disabilities that can make even 
simple, everyday tasks incredibly 
difficult. Often such injuries make 
finding and maintaining 
employment nearly impossible.  

Even soldiers who return with-
out health issues frequently find it 
difficult to return to their “normal” 
pre-war life. They may meet with 
incomprehension and even fear and 
anger from their friends, families or 
other civilians. And yet, these are 
the men and women who have 
willingly put their lives on the line 
for their country. While civilians 
may not be able to fully understand 
what veterans have endured and 

sacrificed for their country, you can 
show them the respect they deserve 
and accept them with the loving, 
open arms of Christ.  

On November 11, millions of 
people across the U.S. will celebrate 
Veteran’s Day. There are many 
ways you can take part in honoring 
our veterans, this day and any other:
