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Join Us for Special Christmas Music 
Gloria  by John Rutter 

December 16, 2007 

For our special Christmas music, 
the CUCC Chancel Choir will pre-
sent John Rutter’s Gloria during 
morning worship on December 
16th. The Gloria is sung in Latin 
(using the text from the Ordinary of 
the Mass) and is a seventeen minute 
work in three movements that will 
be accompanied by a ten piece in-
strumental ensemble consisting of 
three trumpets, three trombones, one 
horn, percussion, timpani and organ 
as well as some guest singers join-
ing the choir. 

John Rutter's Gloria has been 
called one of the best compilations 
of the Latin text in the 20th century! 
It has parts that are reminiscent of 
11th and 12th century Gregorian 
chants and incredible eight-part dis-
sonant harmonies, backed up by a 
hauntingly beautiful organ score and 
powerful brass. It encompasses in-
fluences both ancient and modern. 
One cannot listen to Gloria and 
come away unmoved. 

The Gloria is one of Rutter's 
earliest works, written as a commis-
sioned piece for an American group 
in Omaha, Nebraska. The Gloria is a 
hymn of praise addressed to each of 
the Holy Trinity. The outer move-
ments are more boisterous, whereas 

the middle movement is more intro-
spective and subdued. It has been 
called “one of the greatest pieces 
Rutter has written.” 

The name John Rutter is syn-
onymous with beautiful choral mu-
sic. Rutter was born in London in 
1945 and educated at Clare College, 
Cambridge. This was where his ca-
reer as a composer, arranger and 
conductor began. His early work 
was with groups at King's College 
Chapel at Cambridge as well as the 
Bath Choir and Philharmonic Or-
chestra. He has worked for the BBC 
providing music for educational 
series. In 1979, he formed the Cam-
bridge Singers. He still lives near 
Cambridge, but frequently conducts 
other choirs and orchestras around 
the world. 

My personal experience with 
the Gloria was in 1987 in graduate 
school when I was privileged to 
sing this work with the UT Cham-
ber Singers on tour in Tennessee 
under the direction of Dr. David 
Stutzenberger. It became a part of 
me, almost imprinted in my soul, 
and I have loved it ever since. I 
hope you will love it as much as I as 
we pour our hearts into this music 
for the Glory of God. 

To make this a success, we 
need your help as well. Please make 
plans to be there on December 16th 
and bring at least two friends to hear 
the music during worship. Your 
presence is needed!  The choir and 
instrumentalists are spending many 
hours to ready this work. You are an 
important part of this! Thank you 
for all your support of the Music 
Ministry of CUCC!

Throughout Oc-
tober we have 
been focusing on 
stroke and stroke 
prevention. 

Nancy Glenz 
did a wonderful 
job presenting a 

power point presentation on stroke 
during Fun Club! We all learned a 
lot! I am highlighting some impor-
tant points to remember about 
stroke. 

�  Stroke is a “brain attack” which 
cuts off necessary blood and oxy-
gen to the brain. These cells con-
trol everything we do, from 
walking to speaking, even to 
breathing. Anyone, regardless of 
age, can have a stroke. 

�  Warning Signs 
�  Sudden one-sided weakness, 

numbness, paralysis 
�  Sudden trouble seeing in one or 

both eyes 
�  Sudden confusion, trouble 

speaking or understanding 
�  Sudden trouble walking, dizzi-

ness, loss of balance or coordi-
nation 

�  Sudden severe or unexplained 
headache 

�  Call 911 immediately if you 
have any of these symptoms. 
Stroke is a medical emergency. 
Treatment can be more effective 
if stroke is detected early. Every 
minute counts. 

�  Stroke is largely preventable by 
treating medical disorders and 
changing unhealthy lifestyles. 
Stroke risk factors include: 
�  High blood pressure 
�  Atrial fibrillation 
�  Diabetes 
�  Cigarette smoking 
�  Heavy alcohol consumption 
�  Carotid artery disease 

�  Excess weight 
�  Sedentary lifestyle 

�  Stroke Prevention Guidelines 
�  Know your blood pressure. 

High blood pressure is the 
leading cause of stroke. The 
top number is called the sys-
tolic. The bottom number is 
called the diastolic. If the top 
number is greater than 140 or 
the bottom number greater than 
90, talk with the nurse or 
consult your doctor. 

�  Check with your doctor to see 
if you have Atrial Fib (AF). AF 
can cause blood to collect in 
the chambers of your heart. 
This blood can form clots and 
cause a stroke.  

�  Know your cholesterol number. 
Your total cholesterol number 
should be 200 or less. 

�  If you are diabetic, control is 
very important. 

�  If you smoke, it is very impor-
tant to your health that you 
stop. 

�  Include exercise in your daily 
activities. 

�  Lower the amount of salt and 
fat in your diet. Lowering the 
amount of salt and fat in your 
diet may lower your blood 
pressure and your stroke risk.
